Travel options

Heathrow airport

Heathrow Express train to Paddington, and you can buy a ticket
on the train using cash or credit cards. Departs every 15 minutes
and average journey time 15 mins (+ 8 minutes from Terminal 4).

At Paddington, either take a taxi to office (average 20 mins) or
take underground on Circle or Hammersmith & City lines and
get off at Barbican station, 10 minutes’ walk from office (see

map).

Taxi to Paul Weiss office, journey time 1 to 1.5 hours, dependent
on traffic.

Gatwick airport

Gatwick Express train to Victoria, and you can buy a ticket on
the train using cash or credit cards. Departs every 30 minutes
and average journey time 30 mins.

At Victoria, either take a taxi to office (average 20 mins) or take
underground on Circle or District lines and get off at Cannon
Street station, 10 minutes’ walk from office (see map).

Taxi to Paul Weiss office, journey time 1.5 to 2 hours, dependent
on traffic.

Stansted airport

Stansted Express train to Liverpool Street, and you can buy a
ticket on the train using cash or credit cards. Departs every 15
minutes and average journey time 45 mins.

At Liverpool Street, either take a taxi to office (average 5 mins)
or take underground on Central line and get off at St Paul’s
station, 3 minutes’ walk from office (see map).

Taxi to Paul Weiss office, journey time 1.5 to 2 hours, dependent
on traffic.

City airport

Shuttle bus to Canning Town and then train on Docklands Light
Railway to Bank and then underground on Central line to St
Paul’s station, 3 minutes’ walk from office (see map).

Taxi to Paul Weiss office, journey time 45 mins, dependent on
traffic.

Underground stations

Nearest underground stations are St Paul’s on Central line;
Barbican on Circle and Hammersmith and City lines and Cannon
Street on District and Circle lines.

British Rail stations

Nearest stations are Liverpool Street (Central line for
underground), Cannon Street (District and Circle lines for
underground) and Moorgate (Circle and Hammersmith and City
lines for underground).
